Israelites in their faith.   In the midst of a  dark time, Malachi provides  this history:  

òThen those who feared the LORD talked with each other, and the LORD listened and heard.  A scroll of 
remembrance was written in His presence concerning those who feared the LORD and honored His Nameó (Malachi 

3:16). 

 

òA scroll of remembrance was written in His presenceéó  Scholars have different ideas about exactly what this 

scroll contained.   Some suggest that the people rewrote portions of the Scriptures, reminding themselves about 

Godõs promises of faithfulness.  Others suggest it was a list of actions the people were pledging themselves to in 

response to reading Godõs Word.  Still others suggest that it was an outpouring of thanksgiving from the people as 

they were reminded of Godõs faithfulness.    

 

Beginning this Thanksgiving, St . Michael will have our own scroll of remembrance.  It seems appropriate each 

Thanksgiving to have a congregational tradition of publically  thank ing the Lord for those ways in which He has 

sustained, strengthened, or encouraged us in the past year.  We are encouraging each person ñregardless of age ñ

to submit those things that you are thankful or grateful for from the past 12 months.  These will then be shared 

in some way in the worship service  on Thanksgiving Eve and Thanksgiving Day.    

 

This will be a new tradition at St . Michael where we will share and encourage one another, gathering as Godõs

She had been having a very bad day, and she overheard 
the insurance representative and I discussing what a sweet lady 
she had always been.  I received a desperately needed hug, and 
she received positive words of encouragement.  God always 
knows what we need.  In considering these lifeôs events, I wrote 
this poem:

Ironically, the words were first sung to the tune of 
the Russian national anthem!  The tune we sing today was 
written by George William Warren 12 years later, in celebration of

Constitution.  George Warren was a self taught musician who 
wrote many hymns including Guide Me, O Thou Great Jehovah. 
  

Thy love divine hath led us in the past, 
In the free land by Thee our lot is cast;  
Be Thou our Ruler, Guardian, Guide, and Stay,  
Thy Word our law, Thy paths our chosen way.
